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| In Memoriam ... A Quiet Loss for Queen of Peace

At a Mass of Resurrection on September 1st, Our Lady Queen of Peace said goodbye to long-time parishioner
John McMaken. The outpouring of genuine sorrow at John’s sudden death a week earlier might not have been
predicted, because he was one of those people who carries on their life without fanfare and sometimes passes
away unnoticed.

However, in hindsight, everyone present at his memorial celebration on Labor Day morning recognized that our
parish had lost a very special member. For the last ten or more years John served as principal minister to wheel-
chair-bound parishioners, transporting them to and from their homes week after week in all sorts of weather for

Sunday Mass here. And, as mentioned, John carried out this Christ-like ministry in a most matter-of-fact way.

The history of his interest in and engagement with the physically-challenged members of Our Lady Queen of
Peace is tender. Years ago John’s wife, Joann “Mickie”, came down with Multiple Sclerosis and gradually found
herself confined to a wheelchair. In taking care of her, John came to understand the enormous difficulty that
people in such circumstances encounter in carrying on the most ordinary tasks: opening doors, climbing even a
few steps, and accessing bathrooms. When Joanne died some fifteen years ago, John simply transferred his
attention to others in the same condition and placed the van he had fitted for his wife at their service.

Quite appropriately, Fr. Tuz in his homily at John’s funeral used the

This tenure marks my fourth term of service to the Board and
will allow me to begin the implementation of strategic planning
goals established during my previous term. I am especially
proud of the PAB 2007-2008 accomplishments under my lead-
ership, which include:

® Bi-monthly meetings of the PAB Executive members (Chair,
Vice-Chair, and Secretary) were held during non-PAB meeting
months to improve communication and efficiency and for plan-
ning purposes.

® As PAB Chair, I served as the representative to the OLQP
Finance Committee (FC), attending meetings and providing an
update of PAB activities.

® The PAB identified and approved Linda Franz to be editor
of The Advocate and launched the column “News from the
Parish Advisory Board.”

® PAB Vice-Chair Tony Remedios spearheaded a parish-wide
committee charged with developing a strategic plan for OLQP,
achieving one of the goals that emerged from the 2007 retreat.
The committee conducted a parish-wide survey and submitted a
Strategic Planning progress report that served as the foundation
for the 2008 retreat.

® OLQP participated in the Martin Luther King Interfaith
2008 Service hosted by Mt. Zion Baptist Church; this was the
10th anniversary of this collaboration, which also includes the
Unitarian Universalist Church of Arlington. The theme was
“Renewing the Vision—Many Miles to Go.” Approximately
300 people attended.

® An inaugural Service Recognition Weekend (June 7-8, 2008)
was held. 99 parishioners were recognized for their outstanding
service to OLQP. They were acknowledged with certificates of
appreciation, plaques, and a Blessing of Service administered at
all masses.

® The PAB, in conjunction with the FC, identified $8,000 or
1% of our operating budget for an OLQP membership in
Virginians Organized for Interfaith Community Engagement in
Northern Virginia, or VOICE (see separate article in this issue
on page 7).

The PAB and the FC held their annual retreat on Saturday, July
19, 2008. At the retreat, newly elected and continuing members
convened to plan and establish the yearly agenda as well as
goals and objectives. The theme of the retreat was “to assess
who we are, adopt our strategic plan, and to create an opera-
tional plan for 2008 and beyond.” A day of stimulating and
extensive discussions was facilitated by OLQP parishioner Tony
Cocove. Small groups were organized to establish priorities
focusing on 10 critical issue themes that emerged from the
strategic planning process. They were: Liturgy and Prayer;
Being a Welcoming Church Family; Educational Opportunities;
Commitment to Social Justice; Youth Involvement; Continuity of
Leadership; Growth of Parish; Parish Administration; Physical
Plant and Maintenance; and Diversity and Multicultural
Challenges and Blessings. During the first meeting of 2008-
2009, the PAB will identify the priority themes for the year and
establish its goals. Once again, embodied in the goals will be
many opportunities for you to serve OLQP by providing your
time and talents. We invite and welcome your participation as
we establish various committees to implement the 2008-2009
PAB goals.

As in the past, the PAB has an ambitious agenda for the 2008-
2009 year. However, I am confident that you will support us as
we continue to honor the service of the sixteen Black Catholics
who are our foundation. It was their determination and faith in
God that transformed a dream into reality. Their dream of a
church where they could worship in dignity has evolved into a
spiritual community for dreamers and doers of all races, cultures,
and nationalities. Together, as we work to accomplish our goals,
we honor their spirit and keep their dream alive. T

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|Spotlight On... Katie Remedios, Director of Religious Education

When times are challenging and a helping
hand is needed, people instinctively look
toward home. And that’s what Our Lady
Queen of Peace did when there was an
unexpected vacancy for the position of
Director of Religious Education a little
over a year ago. Long-time OLQP parish-
ioner Katie Remedios was asked to step
in and assume leadership of the parish
religious education program, and fortu-
nately for us all she accepted the invita-
tion. Since then, Katie has been working
to implement Father Tuozzolo’s and his
staff’s vision for a religious education
program that fits the needs of OLQP’s
children, their families, and our growing
parish (see the companion article on page
5 describing the new program).

Katie and her family consider Queen of
Peace to be their home. She and husband
Tony with their four children have been
parishioners for twelve years. The
Remedios family regularly attends the
9:30 a.m. Mass on Sundays where Tony is
a member of the Gospel choir. In addi-
tion, he is chairman of the parish Strategic
Planning Committee.

In August 2007, Katie started working
part time as OLQP’s Director of Religious
Education while still teaching for
Arlington County, and in June she became
a full-time member of the parish staff.
Katie describes these first months on the
job as exciting, frustrating, and challeng-
ing.

Katie cherishes the parish: “Queen of
Peace is real. It’s a place that holds true
to what it really means to be Catholic— a
place to come and be nourished, but not
rest. It challenges me to be more, do
more, and think more.”

She brings a wide range of skills to her
new job. She is a specialist in early child-
hood education and child development.

In addition she is a fitness expert, and she
guided Father Tuozzolo’s exercise pro-
gram the summer he recovered from sur-
gery. Katie’s early teaching experiences
prepared her for classroom challenges.

She grew up in the Catskills in upstate
New York, and was a volunteer student
teacher in a desperately poor rural parish
in Louisiana. After attending college in
Boston, she joined the Jesuit Volunteer
Corps and taught for two years in an ele-
mentary school in a drug-riddled ghetto in
San Francisco. Katie saw poverty and
despair and the impact of Christian serv-
ice on those who were suffering. She is
motivated by the Jesuit motto “Ruined for
Life,” which to her means that once you
understand the Christian message of serv-
ice you can never walk away from it.

Katie speaks appreciatively about the
journey that has brought her to this time

in her life at OLQP and about those who
have influenced her. Her parents were
models for her participation in the
Church. In their home each summer they
welcomed Father August Thompson, a
black pastor from a profoundly poor rural
parish in Louisiana. It was at this parish
school that Katie volunteered as a student
teacher. The parish was so poor that there
was no chalk for the blackboard, and
there was a chain fence separating it from
the neighboring all-white Catholic
Church. Staffing for the school was non-
existent, and the Ursuline Sisters, a reli-
gious order to which Katie’s aunt
belonged in upstate New York, was the
only community that answered Father
Thompson’s plea for teachers. Father
Thompson, who recently celebrated his
50th Jubilee which Katie was honored to
attend, has never let his people give up

fighting for
justice, even
when they con-
sidered the bat-
tle hopeless.

In addition to
Father
Thompson,
Katie has an
impressive slate of heroes. First and fore-
most is her husband Tony. She met him
in San Francisco during her time in the
Jesuit Volunteer Corps when he was the
Assistant Campus Minister. After their
marriage, Tony completed a Ph.D. in the-
ology at Catholic University. Katie
describes him as “intelligent, calm, peace-
ful, centered, so slow to judge and ready
to forgive—an inspiration.” Of her other
heroes, Katie says: “My heroes don’t
have names. They are the new immi-
grants to this country who get up every
morning and work three jobs (or stand all
day on the corner of the Weenie Beanie
waiting for work), trying to make a better
life for their families and never complain-
ing. I wish I could be that courageous.
Or the social justice worker who fights
tirelessly for a cause, despite all obstacles
and criticisms. I wish I had that stamina.
I greatly admire the work of Bishop
Desmond Tutu who says that we don’t use
the “‘F word’”—forgiveness—enough...
Forgiveness can be so difficult.”

Katie’s many responsibilities leave her lit-
tle time for leisure activities, but she is a
self-proclaimed exercise fanatic who
strives to walk six miles a day. She and
her family enjoy hiking and basketball;
Katie played basketball in college. She is
an enthusiastic fan of the University of
Notre Dame teams; her daughter recently
graduated from there.

Movies are a favorite pastime of Katie’s,
and she loves old black and whites like
It’s a Wonderful Life, Going My Way, and
musicals—anything with Judy Garland,
Bing Crosby, or Barbara Streisand. Her
favorite fictional character is Auntie

|Focus on ... The Beauty of Being Women and Mothers

Last summer I had a very different experi-
ence. I was going to be part of a moms’
club that was being created at Our Lady
Queen of Peace Church. Being part of a
mothers’ club wasn't what was different,
because in our Hispanic community we
had a parents’ group where we learned
how to educate our children. This new
experience was going to be different
because I was Hispanic and I was going to
Jjoin a group of Anglo-Saxon mothers.
Moreover, I was afiraid of the language, 1
did not know about their culture or how
this group of women would react to my
presence. [ joined the club with distrust
and fear, but then I encouraged my friend
Carmen Alicia to join as well, and I felt
relieved knowing that we would be togeth-
er in this journey. On the first day we lit a
candle and prayed for the Holy Spirit to
help us. It was a very spiritual moment.
After that we introduced ourselves and
talked about our experiences. At first [
thought it was only going to be a religious
group, but we also talked about issues
such as self-esteem and acceptance. We
learned how to deal with the stress, wor-
ries, and anxieties present in our lives as
mothers. It was useful to learn techniques
to help us deal with these issues.

These meetings came to be about some-
thing deeper than our spiritual and reli-
gious beliefs; we learned how to express

our emotions and grew as individuals.
After a few meetings I began to realize we
had something in common, a quality whose
importance could unite us despite our dif-
ferent backgrounds, we are all mothers.
The experiences and emotions we felt with
our children (of fear, happiness, and pain)
were something that we shared and it
brought us closer together. I realized that
God had given us as mothers the most
important task—to raise our children—and
this was independent of each woman's
race, color, or language. And I finally
understand that when Jesus said, “we are
all his children, the sheep who he brought
with so much love,” the same role was
applied to mothers as we raise and guide
our children.

After several weeks I felt we learned that it
is a wonderful and beautiful thing to be
mothers and most of all women. Our role
is so important, not so much by bringing
into the world the future, but by our abili-
ties to affect the rest of the world through
our actions. It is our duty as mothers to
send our children in a positive direction
towards God, so they can do well in the
world. This experience has been an essen-
tial part of my growth as both a Christian
and a mother and I have faith that I and
the rest of the group can continue to learn
through these wonderful sessions.

At the time Katie Remedios became our
new Director of Religious Education, our
growing and progressive parish had clear-
ly outgrown its traditional, entirely on-site
religious education program. Our facili-
ties and mass schedule had made it virtu-
ally impossible to gather our grade-
school-aged children in a safe, orderly,
and consistent way for Sunday religious
instruction. Katie’s first job was to devel-
op and present to Father Tuozzolo and his
staff a set of alternatives, which ranged
from some “band-aid” fixes to the exist-
ing program to a newly conceived, home
and community based program. Our
parish leadership gravitated unanimously
to the home and community based
approach; faced with safety problems
nearing crisis

propor-

tions with the existing program, they
directed Katie to roll out and implement
their selected alternative.

Our new program for students in grades
K-6 is a quality, Christian Community
based initiative, with a focus on bringing
Christ back into the family and evangeliz-
ing our youth with opportunities to truly
live the Gospel. The program offers lots
of flexibility and support to parents, who
under the new program assume much
greater responsibility for their children’s
religious education. Two basic options
are available:

» Independent Studies, for fam-
ilies that choose to educate their
children privately with the aid
of program-supplied materi-
als and teacher training
tips; and

»  Neighborhood
~ Circles, in which groups of
6-8 parish families are con-
stituted to work as a team on
transmitting our faith in a variety
of ways from the older genera-
tion to the younger. Each cir-
cle develops an approach and
schedule that suits its mem-
bers for such activities as
personal faith sharing,
teaching the scripture,
celebrating the
Sacraments, and communi-
ty building and service

On the first Saturday of each month, chil-
dren enrolled in Independent Studies and
Neighborhood Circles are offered class-
room-based review sessions for which
they are grouped by grade level and
taught by two teachers using the “Christ
Our Life” textbook. 65 parish families are
currently enrolled in Neighborhood
Circles, and have benefited from several
successful parent training sessions includ-
ing one at which a panel of adults with
experience in community-based religious
education shared their stories and enthusi-
asm for the approach.

Another distinct component of our overall
religious education program is the
Children’s Ligurgy of the Word for chil-
dren ages 4-10, which resumes September

20th during the 9:30 and 11:15 masses
and will be conducted in a new location
on our premises, the Children’s Chapel.

Other innovative components of the over-
all program include a variety of summer
activities, 5 new child-friendly ministries
that will begin this Fall, and a reformat-
ting of the Confirmation program to a
one-year cycle.

Mame, who stops the show with the advice “open a new window, open a new door.” Her favorite book is Three Cups of Tea by
Greg Mortenson, who started the Central Asia Institute which establishes schools in Pakistan and Afghanistan.

Katie has strong convictions about being a Catholic. For her it means being aware of everyday actions and responsibilities in living
the good news.  She says: “It also means ‘perseverance’ by staying steadfast to an institution that’s caught up with the non-essen-
tials, with a long history of mistakes, and which seems so slow to learn—an institution that models ‘power’ instead of ‘strength’ and
is quiet in the time of crisis. Why do I stay? I believe in the teachings of Jesus, in the Eucharist, in Faith, Hope, and Love, and that
we are here to serve one another, and that with ‘perseverance’ we will get back to where we are supposed to be.”

Katie and Tony recently celebrated their 25th wedding anniversary. She believes that destiny has brought her to this special time in
her life, and she feels blessed by each adventure along the way: teaching in rural Louisiana and in a San Francisco ghetto where she
met her husband, and then finding Queen of Peace first as a parishioner and now as our Director of Religious Education.

| Focus on... The Pauline Year, 2008-2009: A Seminar in Rome

During the last week in June, 2008, 1
attended a seminar in Rome, Italy on
“The Co-Workers in the Vineyard of the

Lord!—Called to Communion, Called to
Mission” held at the Irish College of
Rome. Included each day of the seven-
day seminar were two lectures, discus-
sions, and theological reflections. The
participants were from all over the United
States—graduate students from
California, Indiana, and Texas working on
doctorate degrees in theology; liturgists
from Michigan, Virginia, Maryland, and
Wisconsin; and lay ecclesial ministers
from New Jersey. All were volunteers or
paid administrators in their individual
parishes.

Highlights of the Week

¢ Each day started or ended with the
Liturgy of the Hours and a daily mass. At
one of the daily masses, the Presider was
John Cardinal Foley (Grand Master of the
Equestrian Order of the Holy Sepulchre
of Jerusalem) followed by a discussion on
the “vital roles of laity in the Church.” 1
was asked to be the altar server for the
mass. Cardinal Foley acknowledged hav-
ing met me at Our Lady Queen of Peace
at the funeral of Tom Lackey several
years ago (I was one of the Masters of
Ceremony at the funeral).

¢ Roundtable presentations and discus-
sions on the Catholic Church’s status (or
lack thereof) in various parts of the
world—Africa, Asia, Ireland, Singapore,
and Europe (Spain, Germany and Italy).
It was interesting to note that Ireland is
“traditionally known as Catholic,” but
only 3% of the population practices and
those are between 55 and 80 years of age.
In Spain, 90% are Catholics, but only 9%
attend church. In Italy, 97% are regis-
tered Catholics, but only 2% are practic-
ing. Africa and Singapore were the two
areas where the number of Catholics prac-
ticing is on the upswing, particularly in
small faith communities.

¢ A visit to the Trastevere area of Rome
and a presentation on the Community of

Sant’ Egidio followed by vespers with the
community at the Basilica of Santa Maria
in Trastevere. The Community of Sant’
Egidio is a group of young lay volunteers
dedicated to serving in solidarity with the
poor, originally of Rome but internation-
ally.

¢ A lecture given by Father Hann, OFM
Cap, on “The Fraternal Embrace of Peter
and Paul and its Implication for our Call
to Communion.” Father Hann noted that
Peter was “weak” but the first to proclaim
after receiving the gift of the Holy Spirit,
whereas Paul was well educated, a
Roman citizen, not a very good orator, but
wrote well. Both were “witnesses” to the
presence and teachings of Jesus. And as
Luke writes, the Church was in “great
harmony;” Peter worked for harmony
among all Church factions.

¢ The Pontifical Council for the Laity
in the Vatican visit was another highlight
of the week. Dr. Rocio Maria Figueroa,
Chief of the Section for Women, present-
ed a talk on the work and mission of the
Council, followed by questions and dis-
cussion. The Council is well respected
and supported by the Pope.

¢ On Saturday and Sunday (June 28 and
29), the seminar group attended two his-
toric events: Sung Vespers at the Basilica
of St. Paul Outside the Wall (Saturday)
and the Papal Mass at the Basilica of St.
Peter (Sunday). Both events became his-
toric occasions—Pope Benedict XVI and
Bartholomew I (the Patriarch of the
Eastern Orthodox Church in
Constantinople) presided over both
events.

At Sung Vespers, the Pope and
Patriarch inaugurated the Year of
St. Paul, June 2008 — 2009, for
both the East and West Churches.
This is a first for both Churches.
The Pope noted in his homely that
he had sent a delegation to
Constantinople for the celebration
of St. Andrew’s Day. He stated
“... these meetings and initiatives

are not merely an exchange of
courtesies between Churches, but
are intended to express the com-
mon commitment to do everything
possible to hasten the time of full
communion between the Christian
East and West.”

The Papal Mass celebrated the
feast of St. Peter and St. Paul and
the presentation of palliums to the
forty new Archbishops from
around the world. Three bishops
were from the United States and
two from Haiti. Benedict XVI and
Bartholomew I both reflected on
the icon of Sts. Peter and Paul
meeting in Rome and drew upon
the shared tradition of images in
the two Churches during the Mass.

Bartholomew I’s homily spoke of
the icon that is part of the celebra-
tion for this feast day, describing
the image of Sts. Peter and Paul in
a fraternal embrace. The Patriarch
reflected that Sts. Peter and Paul
exchanged the kiss of peace one
last time as St. Paul said: “Peace
be with you, foundation of the
Church and pastor of the sheep
and lambs of our Lord.” The
Patriarch then addressed Benedict
XVI saying, “It is indeed this kiss
that we have come to exchange
with you, Your Holiness, empha-
sizing the ardent desire and love in
Christ, things which are closely
related to each other.”

Benedict XVI’s homily also spoke
of the same image of the fraternal
kiss between the two great Roman
apostles, a reflection of harmony
in the visual tradition of the
Church. Addressing the
Archbishops receiving their palli-
ums, the Pope used the image of
the Good Shepherd. “When we
put the pallium on our shoulders,
this gesture reminds us of the
Shepherd who puts the lost sheep

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| Focus on Ministry... Social Justice Retreat, August 8th - 9th, 2008

Our Lady Queen of Peace’s social justice retreat opened Friday evening, August 8th, appropriately enough with a reading from
Matthew 25:31-46, in which Jesus reminded those who either help or ignore their neighbor in need that we meet Him in each vulner-
able neighbor. Father Joe Nangle, OFM offered an opening prayer, and then pointed out to the 26 attendees that Catholic social
teaching is at the absolute heart of what it means to be Catholic, citing the observation of the Synod of Bishops (1971), “Action on
behalf of justice and participation in the transformation of the world fully appear to us as a central dimension of the preaching of the
Gospel, or, in other words, of the Church’s mission for the redemption of the human race and its liberation from every oppressive
situation.”

In fact, Pope Benedict XVI pointed out in his first encyclical, God is Love, that the work of social justice is just as central to what it
means to be a good Catholic as the Eucharist and the Word. Father Joe noted that social concerns fall into three categories—direct
service (soup kitchens, shelters, etc.), work for justice (advocacy, community organizing), and education.

Former Social Justice Outreach Minister Gene Betit then provided an overview of social justice development at Queen of Peace, not-
ing that much has changed since our founding by a group of 17 Black Catholics in 1945. In that era, lay involvement was pretty
much limited to women’s sodalities, men’s groups, and nocturnal adoration societies. The church changed fundamentally after
Vatican II ended in 1965, ushering in a whole new world of lay involvement, with the result that there are presently about 60 min-
istries in the parish.

Fred Cain, new Social Justice Outreach Minister, opened Saturday’s session with a guided meditation. Father Nangle offered further
reflections on the level of social justice at QLQP, after which Gene Betit reviewed the status of individual ministries. Parishioner
Tony Cocove facilitated a lively group discussion about our way forward. The need for visionary and strategic thinking was
stressed, and a new group was formed within the social justice committee called the “Social Justice Reflection Group.” This group
will focus on planning liturgical themes
and animating our entire religious educa-
tion program with a social justice empha- VOICE
sis, and intends that its work will perme- ... .. .

This newly constituted part of the social By Father Joe Nangle, OFM
justice committee will inform and edu-

cate parishioners and ministries so that
the entire parish becomes more socially
conscious and involved, particularly in
promoting the preferential option for the
poor.

For the past four years, congregations in Northern Virginia (Alexandria; Arlington;
and Fairfax and Prince William Counties) have been working with the Industrial
Areas Foundation (IAF) to create a broad-based, non-partisan, multi-ethnic, multi-
faith citizens’ organization that will change the power equation in favor of the work-
ing poor.

Fred Cain will continue to work with
parishioners on local issues, such as
homelessness, hunger, affordable hous-
ing, and VOICE—Virginians Organizing
for Interfaith Community Engagement
(see separate article on this page). The
Social Justice Reflection group will dis-
seminate the “best practices” of each
ministry to other ministries, and share
information about their actions and
insights with other parishioners, locally
and nationally. Thus, the social justice
committee is undertaking no small chal-
lenge in the coming year—its success

depends on welcoming new participants .

Organizing has not been a simple process, but just before Christmas the group chose
its name, VOICE, and in May the group selected the issues on which it will focus its
efforts. They are affordable housing and homelessness, immigration, and access to
general and mental health care. Once these issue areas were identified, volunteer
groups came together to select and formulate winnable issues on which to begin to
work with local elected leaders to move each issue forward—incrementally.

The target in affordable housing is to double local funding to preserve and build
affordable housing in each of the four jurisdictions, to create and capitalize a dedicat-
ed housing fund in Prince William County, and to increase or initiate programs for
rental assistance. In addition, a goal is to inventory all public land that might be used
for affordable housing. The immigration goals are to eliminate backlogs in citizen-
ship applications (currently as long as 15 months) and to increase funding for English
as a Second Language (ESL) programs. Almost a third of the population in NOVA

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) is a process for
adult women and men interested in inquiring about the Catholic
faith and/or preparing for the celebration of the Sacraments of
Initiation: Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist. The RCIA
emphasizes the Gospel of Jesus Christ as celebrated in the
Catholic Church, shares the major concerns and teachings of the
Catholic Church, promotes prayer and spiritual growth and
invites the parish community to walk with those on this journey.
It is celebrated in a series of stages or steps rooted in prayer and
discernment:

Inguiry You may have a friend who is Catholic. You may be
dating, engaged or married to a Catholic. You may have been
baptized but never celebrated the sacraments of Confirmation
and Eucharist. You may want to become Catholic. Or, you may
just be interested in learning more about the Catholic faith. The
RCIA may be for you.

The first session of the Inquiry phase of the RCIA will be
Wednesday, September 17th. On this Wednesday and for several
Wednesdays following, the setting will be informal with conver-
sation and sharing, an introduction to the basics of the Catholic
way of life and the opportunity to ask questions. There is no
commitment required during this time of Inquiry; we simply
invite you to “come and see” now through December 3rd.

Catechumenate Following the period of Inquiry, the
Catechumenate consists of weekly gatherings for those who
have made the decision to be baptized in the Catholic faith and
for those who have been baptized in a Christian tradition
(Catholic or not) and wish to complete their initiation through
the celebration of the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist.

After the Catechumenate and Beyond The six weeks of Lent

mark a period of intense prayerful reflection before the usual
next step of the celebration of the Sacraments of
Initiation at the Easter Vigil (the Saturday
evening before Easter Sunday). The Vigil is not
the finish line; it is just the beginning of life as a
committed disciple of Christ.

Following the Easter celebration, the weekly
sessions of the RCIA will continue until
Pentecost, focusing on the beginning of your life
as a fully initiated Catholic and ways to become
more involved in the life of our parish.

In their 2000 report on the RCIA in parish life, Journey to the
Fullness of Life, the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops
affirms that the RCIA has the power to transform parishes. The
only way for such transformation to occur is through the
involvement of the entire parish! The RCIA is not a class.
Rather, it is a journey of conversion and renewal for all of us.

The Sponsor The Inquirer has a Sponsor who serves as a com-
panion, listener and mentor. The Sponsor is an active member of
the parish community, a fully initiated Catholic who helps to
answer questions of the Inquirer, shares her or his faith with the
Inquirer and helps the Inquirer to explore ways to live out the
Catholic faith. The Sponsor is the Inquirer’s personal connection
to the parish. The RCIA team will pair Sponsors with Inquirers
who need them.

The RCIA Team The RCIA Team facilitates the RCIA process
in a variety of ways. The women and men who comprise the
RCIA Team serve as presenters on various aspects of Catholic
life and the joys and challenges of living out their faith. They
also provide guidance and support throughout the year.

The Parish Community The Rite of Christian Initiation of
Adults clearly states: “[The] people of God, as represented by
the local church, should understand and show by their con-
cern that the initiation of adults is the responsibility of all the
baptized.” You, the parish community, comprise the welcoming
body that provides the women and men of the RCIA an example
of how our Catholic faith is lived and celebrated. By participat-
ing in the liturgical rites of initiation that mark the RCIA on var-
ious Sundays throughout the year, you recognize and celebrate
with them. You are asked to pray for the women and men of the
RCIA, take the time to get to know them and invite them into
ministries in which you are involved. You also may be of assis-
tance with hospitality and other behind-the-scenes roles. ¥

over age 5 does not speak English at
home, so there is tremendous unmet need
for ESL classes. VOICE is focusing on
dental care since it is not a mandated
service in Virginia’s Medicaid program
and it is believed that as many as 175,000
low income residents lack access to dental
services. VOICE’s target is to secure
$98,000 from area jurisdictions support-
ing the NOVA Dental Clinic to hire an
additional full-time dentist. In addition,
VOICE aims to formulate a comprehen-
sive plan to meet the dental health care
needs of the working poor.

These issues are just the starting point of
a multi-year campaign to secure workers’
rights. An IAF affiliate in Washington,
DC, Washington Interfaith Network
(WIN), worked for 12 years before Mayor
Fenty agreed to dedicate $1 billion for
neighborhood investment, producing
14,000 affordable housing units. In an 8-
year process in Montgomery County,
Action in Montgomery (AIM) convinced
County Executive Tke Leggett to quadru-
ple the housing budget to $80 million by
2010. BUILD, an IAF affiliate in
Baltimore, got the first Living Wage ordi-
nance passed, and a Massachusetts group
more recently worked successfully for
universal health care.

Each VOICE member organization has
agreed to dedicate 1 percent of its opera-
tion budget to VOICE. This pays for
organizers’ salaries and national and local
training. Since Fr. Tuozzolo committed to
IAF four years ago, OLQP has already
paid $10,000 in annual dues, and we have
now committed $8,000 for the coming
calendar year. The Catholic Campaign

for Human Development recently allocat-
ed $35,000 to VOICE, based on IAF’s
well-established track record across the
country over the past sixty years.

It is important to appreciate that VOICE
is a journey, one the results of which are
impossible to predict as we prepare to
launch. Our first “public action” will take
place at First Mount Zion Baptist Church,
16622 Dumfries Rd, in Dumfries
(www.fmzbzc.net) on Sunday, October
5th, from 4-6 PM. This public action,
like others that will follow, is an event
where a large number of people (in this
case up to 2000) gather to present the
above mentioned issues to various elected
officials, who have been invited for just
that reason. The elected officials are
asked to make a verbal commitment to
the entire group that they will, in fact,
support the platform as presented. The
idea is that it becomes difficult for any
elected official to not “sign on” while
standing in front of 2000 constituents, the
number we hope to have on October Sth.
It is important that each congregation
turn out significant numbers of parish-
ioners, as the attendance goal of 1,500
will significantly impact the success of
our efforts. OLQP’s target for October
Sth is 50 - 100 parishioners. Arlington’s
Unitarian Universalist Church has
pledged 300 members, and St. Anthony’s
at Bailey’s Crossroads expects to turn out
more than 150. Numbers like these are
needed if VOICE is to make an impres-
sion on our elected representatives and
remind them that a very large constituen-
cy supports our legislative proposals. If

Other work is
needed, such as in research to build the
case for particular legislation as we move
forward.

A very tangible result of our action will
be the revitalization of our Founding
Fathers’ dream of making life, liberty, and
the pursuit of happiness a reality for all
Americans. Perhaps Monsignor Ray East,
director of the Office of Black Catholics
in the Archdiocese of Washington, best
summed up community organizing and
WIN specifically: “This is the best, most
authentic way of evangelizing and getting
parishioners to live their faith. Through
WIN we have scored very impressive and
extensive gains in housing and other
issues important to the community.
Families own their homes for the first
time since slavery!! This has been an
ongoing growth experience.” T

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Catholic response on immigration

Maryada Vallet and Walt Staton, a couple in their late 20s and members
of the group No Mas Muertes (No More Deaths) in Tucson, Ariz., nar-
rated a slide show during a recent retreat in Kansas City, MO., for 12
Midwestern Catholic Worker Houses. The focus of the retreat was a
Catholic Worker response to the immigration crisis.

On the screen, a woman, exhausted and dehydrated, is lying on a cot as
someone treats the huge blisters on her feet. She had been wandering in
the desert with her 8-year-old daughter for two days after a 1,000-mile
journey from Central America. In the past year, hundreds of others, less
lucky, were found dead in the desert. Their stories are snapshots in the
complex panorama of immigration.

Even before Pope Benedict landed in the United States last month, he
addressed immigration as an issue that will determine the future of the
Catholic church in America and will test the moral authority of U.S.
bishops in shaping the debate over national policy.

Benedict’s remarks reflected consistent papal teaching and a balanced
approach from the U.S bishops: National borders must be respected, but
the economic and political realities that drive immigration must also be
acknowledged with an orderly, fair, and humane system that addresses
the inevitable flow of desperate people seeking to enter the United States
to work, either temporarily or on a path to permanent legal status.
Human dignity and family integrity must be paramount in any policy.

Who does not know by now that the current immigration system is badly
broken, paralyzed by post-9/11 concerns about national security and dis-
torted by vigilante groups and some media outlets? Who can deny our
nation’s dependence on immigrant workers or the desperate conditions
in other countries -- often caused by our own trade policies -- that are
pushing people to risk their lives for jobs most Americans won’t do? %

upon His shoulders—the lost sheep who by
himself can no longer find the way home—
and takes him back to the sheepfold.”

In addition to these highlights, we visited and
received exceptionally historical backgrounds on
churches, monasteries, and the four major basilicas
of Rome (St. John Laterine, St. Paul Outside the
Wall, St. Peter’s, and Santa Maria Maggiore). In
the Basilica of Santa Maria Maggiore, there is a
statue, commissioned by Pope Pius XII after World
War II, of Our Lady, Queen of Peace. It is a strik-
ing pose of Mary. Her right arm is around her Son
in a gesture of love and protection, and her left arm
and hand is raised, not in blessing, but in a gesture
of STOP—stop war!

At the end of the seminar each of us contemplated
our “Our Call to Communion, Our Call to Mission”
as “Co-Workers in the Vineyard of the Lord.”

Were we to be irrigators to bring water to the vines;
cultivators of the soil around the vines; dressers of
the vines; pickers of the fruits of the vines; makers
of vintage wine from the fruits of the vine; or, a
combination? What would each of us bring back to
our parishes and dioceses? These are questions
that require discernment by each of us. T
