Twenty-eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time
2 Kings 5:14-17; 2 Timothy 2:8-13; Luke 17:11-19

A psychotherapist once said that everybody wants to get better, but
nobody wants to get well. Today’s readings are about similar half-
measures that take away some of the pain but don’t get to the root.
In the first reading [2 Kings] the foreigner Naaman follows Elisha’s
directions to be cured of leprosy; but it takes a second step, Elisha’s
refusal of his gift, to bring Naaman to worship of God rather than
trust in magic. In the gospel [Luke] the superficial theme is also a
cure of leprosy; but again cure of the physical malady does not auto-
matically bring with it conversion of heart and mind. Our approach
to religion can be like that; we can use it to ease the pain of living
but shy away from the invitation to be deeply changed. Paul knows
the true cost: “Such is my gospel, for which I am suffering, even to
the point of chains, like a criminal” [2 Timothy, second reading].
How will you go beyond half-measures?

The people
living near the chapels try to go to church at St. Joseph’s at least one
time each month, usually the first Sunday of the month.Many chil-
dren living near the chapels go to nearby schools sponsored by
InterAide, a Belgian NGO, which has provided some educational and
basic health services.When these children complete primary school
they can go to the parochial secondary school, The College of Our
Lady, in Medor.
