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Our Lord Jesus Christ the King
2 Samuel 5:1-3; Colossians 1:12-20; Luke 23:35-43

The paradox of Christ’s power could hardly be more starkly presented
than in today’s readings: He is “the image of the invisible God, the first-
born of all creation” [Colossians, second reading], yet a condemned
criminal [Luke, gospel]. In a culture transfixed with power and terrified
of vulnerability, our customary ways of thinking are upended: How can
Christ rule and save by--surrendering? How does he, as Paul says,
“mak[e] peace by the blood of his cross” [Colossians]? Our own powers
of thought and imagination are brought up short: We, too, can only
embrace this message through a surrender like Christ’s. The world is not
as our culture would have it; true power resides not in wealth or influ-
ence or armies, but in trust in the paradoxical ways of a vulnerable,
dying God who then rises as “the beginning, the firstborn from the
dead.” Our challenge is to understand the surrender that worship
involves?

Many things we take for granted are not available in most of Haiti.
Clean water is one project we have emphasized.Now the people of
Medor have seen the benefits and in March provided testimonials to
the OLQPdelegation. They told us how the cleaner waterfrom the
capped sources and chlorine treated water has improved the health of
the children (less diarrhea), the elderly (overall better health), and cut
down on skin rashes and other ailments.(We have distributed over
1000 buckets and spigots for chlorinated water in some of the
homes.) The Water Committee members were all eager to hear about
when the various sources near their homes would be capped.

The Gift
By FatherCyprian Davis

…We as a faculty must always seek to
open up the world of today, different from
what it was a quarter century ago. And so
we have sought to supply the tools to
understand and present the wisdom to
interpret and reformulate our black her-
itage, our new era, and our confusing
world. Or as the Gospel of Matthew says:
Behold, I am sending you like sheep in the
midst of wolves; so be shrewed as ser-
pents and simple as doves. (Matt 10:16). 

… I wish you six gifts or blessings.
First, there is the gift of listening.
Remember that ministry must begin by
listening. We listen to those to whom we
minister as teacher, preacher, healer,
leader. We listen not only to what is said
but also to what is not said. Listen to what
is hidden or covered up. Listen not only to
what is said, but how it is said. And listen
also to what we do not want to hear. 

My second gift I give you is the gift of
learning. Your learning really begins
today. Whatever you have learned in the
past four or more years is now to be put
into use. But we do not stop learning. In
fact, one must increase the desire to learn
and to understand. Remember too that the
really good teacher is one who instills in
the student the desire to learn. 

My third gift is literacy. Learn to read.
Read to learn. Many no longer need a
library. It is a mistake. Libraries are not
warehouses. They are intellectual nuclear
plants where energy is stored and made
available for generations yet to come.
What is lost by one generation can be
rediscovered by the next.

Learning to love to read will assure
that those whom you influence will also
develop the desire to read. Learning is a
habit. It is the enrichment of the mind.
Ministry is not a closed activity. It is
ongoing and far reaching. We can only
know this by letting books and articles

become part of our work and part of our
service. 

The gift of Lectio Divina, a phrase
meaning the prayerful reading of the
Scripture. St Benedict in his Rule tells the
monks to spend a good portion of their
day in lectio divina. Reading the Bible is
listening to the Word with the mind and
with heart. This gift is to remind the grad-
uates and to remind the students and the
faculty that ministry means nothing with-
out private prayer, and that prayer is lis-
tening to the God who speaks in the
depths of our being. 

As black Catholics we have our own
tradition of mystical prayer…a tradition
of prayer from the African desert, like St
Moses the Black who led the monastic
life…to our tradition today. Daniel Rudd,
black Catholic lay leader, polemicist, jour-
nalist called on the black Catholics of his
day to become the leaven for the whole
Black American community. He wrote in
his newspaper that we as black Catholics
should be the “bearers of one another’s
burdens and so fulfill the law of Christ.”
(Gal 6:2) Finally, it was a black man…a
rich black man belonging to the court of
the queen mother (the Kandake) of Nubia,
who rode in a chariot on the Gaza Road
from Jerusalem. The black-skinned treas-
urer of the queen, reading most likely in
Greek, the scroll of the Prophecy of
Isaiah, was reading aloud—like all ancient
peoples. Philip the Deacon heard him and
the ministry of the word took place.
Reading the Scripture, reading with the
lips and the mouth, reading slowly and
repeatedly, we sound the word, taste the
word, heed the word and the Word will
live in us. That is the beginning and the
completion of each day’s ministry. That is
listening the Bible where the text becomes
our daily meditation. 

I wish you the gift of Life…a life

whereby you enliven the lives of others.
St Irenaeus wrote that the Glory of God is
a man (woman) alive. The wonder of
Humanity! The minister—teacher, mentor,
counselor, healer—the minister, ordained
and non-ordained, has the duty to help
others to grow, to enable the poor to be
agents of their enrichment, to enable the
young to become the agents of our hope,
to enable all people to grow and to bring
others to the fullness of the mystery of
Christ. We must not be like some of us
who go and take charge and then let our-
selves become the dead hand that withers
all that is alive and beautiful in communi-
ty or school or parish. And so we pray
that we must become the bearers of light
and life who illumine those whom we
serve. 

And finally, I wish you to have the gift
of love.Nothing that we have taught and
nothing that you have learned, nothing
that you have understood, and nothing
that you have heard will have meaning if
we lack love. When all your papers have
crumbled to dust, when all your sermons
have been forgotten, when all the articles
have been fully critiqued, when all our
arguments have vanished in oblivion…our
words of consolation and comfort, our
support and words of encouragement, our
restoration of the faith of others, to render
our assurance of hope in the time to come,
to make always our move for the work of
reconciliation, we will be like a bridge
joining earth to heaven and time to eterni-
ty.
