DISASTER RECOVERY SUPPORT FOR MEDOR 

The coordinator of Medor’s agro-forestry program reported 
that 106 local farms were affected by the recent earthquake 
and tropical storm, increasing food insecurity in an area 
already suffering from food scarcity. To help with recovery, 
70 goats will be added to the community’s livestock-sharing 
program, creating sustainable economic opportunities for 
the affected farmers, and 30 dozen plantain plants will be 
distributed to farmers whose plantain farms were 
destroyed. 
We are grateful to the Smallholder Farmers Alliance for 
implementing the disaster recovery plan, to Our Lady Queen 
of Peace and Raising Haiti Foundation for funding it, and to 
the Medor farmers for their diligent work despite the many 
challenges.

AYUDA PARA LA RECUPERACIÓN DE  
DESASTRES PARA MEDOR 

La persona que coordina el programa agroforestal de Medor 
reportó que el terremoto reciente y la tormenta tropical 
afectaron 106 fincas locales y esto aumentó la inseguridad 
alimentaria en un lugar que ya sufría debido a esa inseguridad. 
Para ayudar con la recuperación, se van a añadir 70 chivos al 
programa de intercambio de ganado de la comunidad, creando 
oportunidades económicas sostenibles para los agricultores 
afectados y se van a repartir 30 docenas de plantas de plátano 
entre los agricultores que sufrieron la pérdida de sus fincas de 
plátanos. 
Le agradecemos a la Alianza de pequeños agricultores su 
implementación del programa de ayuda para la recuperación, a 
Nuestra Señora Reina de la Paz y a la fundación Raising Haiti su 
contribución de fondos y a los agricultores de Medor por su 
trabajo a pesar de los muchos desafíos que encuentran.

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JUST A THOUGHT...OR TWO… 
 

In last week’s Gospel the disciples quarreled amongst 
themselves over who was the greatest, this week they 
are incensed at the audacity of an “outsider” who acts 
as though he is part of the “insiders”; the twelve. But 
Jesus cautions John not to be so quick in his judgment 
of the man casting out daemons in Jesus’ name.  

Well-meaning and upstanding disciples are routinely 
aghast at the thought of including “less than upstand-
ing members of our society” in “the family of 
God”.  “But Lord,” they say, then as today, “what 
about standards? What about criteria?  How can you 
admit anyone, no matter what’s contained in their 
past, no matter how unsuitable their present?”   

Maybe “the best people” will decide not to be associ-
ated with the Kingdom as Jesus presents it…after all 
they have attained righteousness all by themselves, 
through their own efforts and how can Jesus ask them 
to share the Kingdom with sinners, tax collectors and 
the like?   

These people, even on their best day, with their best 
effort, could never attain the Kingdom…except for 
God’s grace!  Thank God for “grace”!   

I don’ know about them but I’m relying on that non-
exclusive, saving, grace…yesterday, today and tomor-
row! 

When behavior excludes people of goodwill who are 
doing the best they can, like Eldad and Medad, like the 
man in the Gospel, such exclusion becomes the very 

antithesis of what is demanded of us as followers of 
Jesus Christ!   

When we do what we do in God’s name for the good 
of others, we become equal in each other’s sight, as 
we always have been in God’s sight.    

Discipleship is difficult, it challenges the way we live, 
the way we think and the way we view the world 
around us.  Discipleship calls us to be our best selves, 
as God has created us to be, as God has dreamt us to 
be in the world and to live with each other and to care 
for the world, our common home.   

God gives us the grace we need to live up to that 
dream that God has for us and for the world as a 
whole.  And the Eucharist helps strengthens us for the 
task of living out our discipleship to the best of our 
abilities.   

Through God’s grace we can help build up the Reign of 
God in the here and now through our “good works” for 
the sake of “the other”! 

Do I exclude anyone from my life?  Do I look down on 
anyone?  Can I believe that God deeply and passion-
ately loves us all, just as we are, even those whom I 
might think unworthy?

Almost every day a new report emerges 
about some aspect of the planet - Our 
Earth, Our Home - that is changing for the 
worst. Recently we learned that nearly one 
third of the world’s tree species, over 
17,000, are threatened with extinction. 
This places the biodiversity of other 
species in peril, and the loss of trees in 
general has implications for various human 
needs, the production of oxygen, and 
carbon sequestration. Did you know that 
more than 40% of insect species are 
declining worldwide, leading to a 
catastrophic collapse of ecosystems? 
Insects are essential to the food chain as 
decomposers, pest controllers, and soil 
irrigators, yet the practices of industrial 
agriculture eliminate insects using 
synthetic fertilizers, pesticides, and 
stripping of trees and shrubs bordering 
fields.  
 
We are not removed from these losses; 
they are very much our losses, too. Pope 
Francis reminds us that “God has joined us 
so closely to the world around us that we 
feel the desertification of the soil almost as 
a physical ailment, and the extinction of a 
species as a painful disfigurement.” i 
 
From November 2020 to May 2021, I was 
given a blessing: the opportunity to care 
for my grandson Fagan two days a week. 
He was 15 months old when we began our 
adventures together, and he was eager to 
learn language and the ways of the world. 
Of course, he had his parents and sister, 
but because of the pandemic, I was the 
only other person he was around.  
 
Weather permitting, we took long walks on 
a trail through a woods bordering a stream 
near his house. These walks were a 
highlight of our time together. Fagan was 
already determined to learn the names of 

every animal he came across in picture 
books, puzzles, and his set of little toy 
animals – one for each letter of the 
alphabet. Outdoors, the world unfolded, 
and he was absolutely, unequivocally 
delighted. At the start of one of the first 
walks, with Fagan sitting in his stroller, a 
large sycamore leaf was in the grass in 
front of the house. He pointed to it, 
shouting “leaf, leaf!” as he had just learned 
the word! And, Grandma, this was a big 
leaf!  
 
So, there were many aspects of nature to 
identify! But not just identify, to observe, 
quietly, in stillness. One day I saw a falcon 
on a low branch and slowly pushed the 
stroller as close as I could get, so my 
grandson could see it, too. Then, the falcon 
spread its wings and glided straight toward 
us barely missing our heads as I knelt 
beside the stroller. Another day we 
watched a family of deer grazing a few feet 
from us. We must have watched for 20 
minutes as they slowly moved through the 
trees. When spring began to unfold there 
were more natural gems: the sight and 
sounds of songbirds; the croaks of 
bullfrogs in the wetlands and Fagan’s cute 
imitation; the insects that flew, crawled, 
and left holes in the ground (remember 
the cicadas?); and the flowing water of the 
stream, how it reflected the sunlight and 
made gurgling sounds. I could see that 
Fagan intently studied everything, it was all 
new, and there was such variety of colors, 
shapes, movement, sound, smells, and 
textures. There was much to teach him, 
and it was all alive – all created by God. 
What a gift to introduce the natural world 
to a child and share in the delight of its 
bounty! 
 
Why is this story relevant to our dire need 
to mitigate the factors causing climate 

change and mass extinction? “Nature as a 
whole not only manifests God but is also a 
locus of his presence. The Spirit of life 
dwells in every living creature and calls us 
to enter into relationship with him.”ii  In 
this time of crisis, we are called upon to 
serve as prophets, to speak God’s word of 
the precious bounty of the Earth and all 
that we are losing and encourage all to rise 
up and unite in a global chorus to address 
the escalating destruction of the planet we 
call home.  

To open our hearts to God’s creation and 
do everything in our individual powers to 
address the disregard for and destruction 
of the Earth:  

1. Find a natural spot that you can visit 
often, daily if possible. All of us in the 
OLQP community live near trees and 
many of us near Four Mile Run stream or 
other local parks. Adopt this place, 
where you can sit or walk and pray, and 
notice the daily, monthly, and seasonal 
changes. Give thanks to the glory of the 
miracle of life. 

2. Use your connection to nature to take 
action. Let your representatives know 
that addressing climate change is a 
priority for you. Support organizations 
that protect and enhance the 
environment. I volunteer with Citizens’ 
Climate Lobby, which advocates for 
legislation that would place a fee on 
carbon and addresses other climate 
issues. Our leaders really do listen to our 
personal stories of why we care so much 
about the Earth.  

3. Teach your children, your grandchildren, 
your neighbor’s children, by pointing out 
the natural wonders around you, that 
you see, hear, smell. All children need 
opportunities to be in the natural world. 
“Let us allow them to love the earth, 
before we ask them to save it.”iii
