JUST A THOUGHT...or two...

As our scriptures speak to the end of times, it can be scary
or cause us to be fearful, but that is not the goal of the
readings. The goal is always to point to God being in
power, even when we cannot see it or understand how He

is guiding the world.

| have always been a bit taken aback by the Gospel that we
hear on this feast day of Sovereignty of Christ of the
Universe...we encounter Christ on the cross...a crucified
Sovereign of the Universe!

For years we referred to this as the “Feast of Christ the
King” but it was and is a “Solemnity” making it holier, or
more important than “just” a feast day, like say the feast
And what used to be the
feast of Christ the King has become the Solemnity of our

day of any number of saints.

Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe! Taking on a much
more cosmic nature and referring to the role of Christ in
the creation of all things, seen and unseen.

Given the current state of our national politics as well as
the state of politics around the globe we may be filled with
anxiety and fear, not sure what to do or where to turn. It
seems like the far-right factions are gaining power in an
ever-growing number of countries around the world, as
well as here in the United States. Our sisters and brothers
of color, Muslims, immigrants, refuges and women and
many others all feel vulnerable and at risk in this
environment of racist, misogynistic and bigoted violence
and rhetoric aimed at holding them down and keeping
them from their rightful place in society.

We are called to reach out to and to raise up all those who
feel threatened. It is our Baptismal call. Just as Jesus went
to the margins, so too we must guard the most vulnerable
in every way we can. We need to make known our stance
and we need to do so bravely and peaceably. Whether we
do this through public protest, through advocacy, through
legal actions, through prayer or through personal reaching
out to those who are being targeted, we must, each one of
us, as disciples of Christ, find ways to stand up and against
all forms of racism, bigotry, xenophobia and misogyny.

Today we celebrate Jesus Christ as the Sovereign of the
Universe. So let us not despair, let us recall that regardless
of how corrupt the world around us is, how many nations
are at war or threatening war, Christ is at work in the
world...and that Christ works in and through US! Let us take
his earthly life as the model for our lives and follow his
command to build up the Reign of God by loving and
protecting all of our sisters and brothers, as well as the
earth itself!

Filled with the Holy Spirit what concrete actions can | take
this week to show my support for all those who are feeling
fearful and vulnerable? What movement or organization
can | join with to fight against racism, bigotry, misogyny and
xenophobia? How will | live my discipleship of Jesus Christ,
Sovereign of the Universe, this week? What words will |
speak? What actions will | take to resist and stand against
the chaos and hatred that swirls around us, knowing that
the Holy Spirit dwells within me, strengthening me and
guiding me in the struggle for true equity, justice and peace
for all?

FOOD AND ENTERTAINING

To reduce your impact on the planet, serve less meat and dairy
and more locally produced fruits and vegetables. Buy organic.

Avoid food waste by preparing appropriate amounts of food,
send guests home with leftovers in reusable containets and/ot
eat/freeze leftovers for your own household

Use your own plates and utensils rather than disposable prod-
ucts. If you need more than you have, buy items at the thrift
store for an eclectic table. Compostables are an option but be
certain they are certified compostable and you have access to
commercial composting.

CHRISTMAS CARDS

If you continue to mail paper cards, be
sure to use cards made from recycled pa-
per. Recycle the cards you receive, as much
as possible. Some cards cannot be recycled
if they use foil paper, glitter and/or plastic.
Also, recycle last year’s cards as gift tags.

SPIRITUALITY

Remember to reflect on the wonders of

God’s creation which are God’s gifts to us in this and every sea-
son. Pray these gifts of creation are shared with all of God’s peo-
ple throughout the world.

Black Catholic History Month

Black Catholic History Offers Strength and
Hope in Our Quest for Justice, Ralph McCloud, November 4,
2025.

I met Sr. Thea Bowman a couple of times. What is there
to say about meeting a living saint? It was an honor? A
joy? It strengthened my faith? Absolutely!

Meeting Sr. Thea challenged me in my mission as a baptized
believer. Her 1989 address to the U.S. bishops is a landmark
event in Black Catholic History in the United States, and | try
to revisit it every November, if not more often.

November is Black Catholic History Month, an observance
that coincides with the feast of St. Martin de Porres
(November 3), and the birthday of St. Augustine (November
13). It begins with All Saints and All Souls Days, which evoke
the reverence for ancestors in African history. For us, this
cloud of witnesses isn’t merely watching. They inspire us,
help us, and hold us accountable.

Sr. Thea still encourages me with the awareness that, in her
words, a Black Catholic brings “my whole history, my tradi-
tions, my experience, my culture, my African-American song
and dance and gesture and movement and teaching and
preaching and healing and responsibility — as gifts to

the church.”

But gifts are not always appreciated or received with grace.
She also noted: “I see it: Black people within the church—
Black priests, sometimes even Black bishops—who are invisi-
ble. And when | say that | mean they’re not consulted. They
are not included. Sometimes decisions are made that affect
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the Black community for generations and they’re made in
rooms by white people behind closed doors.”

Today some of the challenges we face go beyond being ig-
nored, to blatant racism brazenly spewed by both political
leaders and influencers; the gutting of voting rights and ap-
proval of racial profiling by the Supreme Court; the erasure
of slavery and Civil Rights from school textbooks; and the
Trump administration’s fervent, almost gleeful rush to de-
stroy any program intended to help promote equity and in-
clusion.

While the Catholic Church is among those groups that have
decried the sin of racism and espoused a belief in dignity and
equity for all (documented in a succession of pastoral letters
by the bishops through the decades), the practical reality

is often different. Racism still has a hold in the church —
whether through the actions of individuals and communities
or in the words, actions, or omissions of its leaders.

When Black history and the pain of Black people get buried
and watered down, it is to the detriment of all believ-

ers. Gloria Purvis expressed this brilliantly in a recent es-
say: “Our Catholic witness in America hangs in the balance.
Church leaders can either acknowledge their grave error and
work toward genuine reconciliation, or they can continue
tacitly sanctifying racist speech and injustice. The choice will
help determine whether American Catholicism finally con-
fronts white supremacy or remains captured by the same
moral blindness that has corrupted Christian witness in our
country since its colonial origins.”

Living out our faith in the context of an imperfect church—
where even the best pastoral letter tend to gather dust on
shelves—might require going back to the basics, to some-
thing like the Bible, to show the way. Jesus, in his radical
example, acclaimed the Good Samaritan and dined with the
tax collectors and sex workers. Jesus—God incarnate—
didn’t hesitate to cross lines to include those who had long
been excluded from full participation in society.

Today, we have a pope who gets it. With his background
that includes Black ancestors in the Caribbean, life among
poor people in Peru, and the promotion of women into lead-
ership roles, we could call Leo XIV the “DEI pope.” In his
letter, Dilexi Te, Pope Leo calls us to love our marginalized
neighbors with action.

“God has a special place in his heart for those who are dis-
criminated against and oppressed, and he asks us, his
Church, to make a decisive and radical choice,” the pope
proclaims.

Applying our mission to our troubled world is a radical
choice. And we can all work together to make justice, equity,
and the fullness of human dignity come alive in our society...

| believe we can move forward and will make progress in
ways both great and small. And it is this progress, guided and
cared for by the Holy Spirit, we can find the hope to per-
sist on this long, often difficult journey toward justice. ~~
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
