JUST A THOUGHT... or two...

Doubt is a perennial reality of the human experience and
therefore a part of the Christian life. And in today’s Gospel we
see that doubt has been part of the discipleship experience
since the very beginning.

| think that when we experience doubt in our faith life it may
well mean that we are really engaging in and wrestling with
the deepest realities of the Christian mystery. So, it is not
necessarily a bad thing. | believe that most all of us, at some
time, have doubts about some aspects of our faith, just like
the father of the young boy possessed by a daemon, in the
Gospel of Mark, who cried out to Jesus, “I do believe, help my
unbelief.” And like so many of the saints who have gone
before us, who wrote about their doubts, their unbelief, and
yet persisted in the faith they had -- however small, however
strained -- and are held up today as examples for us to follow.

So, St. Thomas gets a bit of a bad rap, remembered down
through the centuries as “Doubting Thomas.” | say “a bad rap”
because we forget that Thomas is one of the very first human
beings to ever hear of the resurrection of Christ! How would
you have responded to the very first stories of those who
claimed to have seen Jesus, alive? Risen from the dead?

Imagine what it must have been like for the first
disciples. They had pinned all their hopes and dreams for a
new and different future on this one person, Jesus, and then
they saw him executed by the Romans, die on the cross and
laid to rest in a tomb. All their hopes hung on that cross and
seemed to die with him.

Then, in the midst of their sorrow, fear and trembling, Jesus
appears to them and imparts to them “his peace” -- the peace
of the Risen Christ! This deep and abiding peace was to calm
and fill the space of their fear and trembling. And then he
breaths on them and gives them the gift of the Holy Spirit.

This gift was to embolden them as he sent them out into the
world to proclaim the Good News that death had been
defeated, our sins will be forgiven and even though our bodies
die we will live in Christ forever!

The peace of Christ is an integral part of Christian life and of
the Easter story. This peace is like no other peace...it is Christ’s
peace...it is a transformative peace that flows forth directly
from the Risen Christ to us.

In this Easter season let us open our hearts and minds ever
more fully to the presence of the Holy Spirit, dwelling within
each one of us. Knowing that this Spirit is calling us and
emboldening us to proclaim the peace of the Risen Christ to a

broken and suffering world.

Have | embraced the fact that the Holy Spirit dwells within me,
in a real and powerful way? How can | show forth Christ’s
peace in my daily life, in the midst of the chaos and suffering
that is all around us?

CELEBRATING HOLY WEEK at St Joseph parish,
Medor, Haiti and at OLQP

Members of the two parishes gather with a shared belief in
the awesome mysteries of the death and resurrection of
Jesus. We share the same liturgies. In both parishes
families and friends come together to celebrate after
church services, too. There are some differences. On
Good Friday in Medor, no one goes to work. Families eat
fish and beets. But getting fish to Medor is extremely
difficult: because of insecurity, only one person now sells
fresh fish in Medor. She must travel four days, hiring mules
to carry the fish in pots of water up to Medor. Good Friday
service in Medor starts in the church with prayers and
songs at the first station of the cross, and the procession
continues through the village, ending at the top of a
mountain. People return to church for a service at 3 pm,
wearing purple and white reflecting altar decorations. They
cry out to remember the death of Jesus. Their Holy
Saturday vigil lasts from 7 pm to midnight, starting outside
with the blessing of the fire and including baptisms of
adults, and much singing and dancing. Easter Sunday Mass
lasts for 3-4 hours and includes baptisms of children.
People wear their best as we do, but especially red clothes,
since in Haiti red means joy. The family celebrations
are especially joyful for the families who have
someone baptized. While sights and sounds differ,
we share the same spirit and hope, especially in this
time that cries out for justice and peace. Thank you
for your love and support for the people of Medor.

CRS RICE BOWL -- This weekend marks the official end of
the Rice Bowls. A heartfelt thank you to all who
participated. We hope that as you journeyed and prayed
through Lent, that in some small way the challenges faced
by our brothers and sisters around the world became more
real. Because of your generosity, Catholic Relief Services
will continue to assist people in 91 countries. 25% of the
funds raised in our Diocese will remain to fund local
programs that feed the hungry. “When | was hungry, you
gave me to eat” is truly lived at Our Lady Queen of
Peace.
